A Guide to Making Planning Comments
Check the Application: Read the planning application carefully so you understand what is being proposed and where it will happen. Note the deadline for comments. 
Look at the Local Impact: Think about how the proposal could affect roads, flooding, parking, wildlife, schools, GP services, or local infrastructure.
Write Your Comments Clearly: Keep your comments short and factual. Explain why you support or object to the application.
Focus on Relevant Issues: Planning officers can only consider planning matters such as traffic, drainage, noise, environment, safety and design. 
Send Your Comments: Submit your comments through the council website or by email or by post before the deadline.
Follow the Decision: Check for updates from the council to see whether the application is approved, refused, or changed.
Main Concerns Raised
[bookmark: _GoBack]Flooding and drainage problems.
Pressure on sewage and water systems.
Traffic congestion and parking shortages.
Loss of countryside, farmland and wildlife habitats.
Overdevelopment and strain on local services.
Road safety and transport issues.
Helpful Tips
Use polite and clear language.
Stick to planning-related concerns.
Include examples or evidence or photos where possible.
Submit comments before the consultation closes.
Encourage neighbours to send individual comments.
Important Note
The Borough Council makes the final planning decision, but comments from residents and the Parish Council can help highlight important local concerns.

and click on ‘view or make a comment on an application’. 
Enter a keyword, reference number, postcode or single line of the address in the search box. Keep it as simple and precise as possible e.g. ‘Bramley Meadows’ or ‘26/00887/OUT’. 

THEN….
Click on the blue ‘comments’ tab and register for a login if you do not already have one. 
Log in, fill out your personal details and confirm whether you want to support, oppose or are neutral to the application. Your name and address will be displayed online with your comment, but not other personal details. 
You are advised to write your comments in a word document first and then copy & paste your comments onto the website. You can also add photos or files if you want to. 
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
