44.18b  Football Pitch future. Cllr Toms spoken to 3 designers and 2 have visited the site. He has also met a contractor on site – Bowood. They have experience of wild meadows. The lush grass will crowd the wild flowers, and the flowers don’t like clay soil. Preparation is key and expensive. Their suggestions is that we try and start it ourselves, and see what works, before we invest a lot of money. Another idea is a wild bird mix like sunflowers etc, easier to establish. They will provide colour but they may need to be re-seeded each year, which is an ongoing expense and maintenance issue. Wildflower turf or wildflower earth is also an option. There does not seem to be a nice, off the shelf solution. 

Be nice to keep the space open for the village. Bolster the boundaries with trees?

Need access to the hedge to keep it trim. 

Cllr Speed will ask the head gardener at the Estate for her ideas. 

LW to ask Mrs McKellar what she thinks. Invite Cllr Speed to any meeting with her. 
LW to apply for grant to Greenham Trust based on local children missing out if the field is no longer available once the project has been decided.

Planning Matters

a. Planning Application - Herriots Farm House, Fair Oak Lane, Stratfield Saye RG7 2EE - 22/00562/FUL - Erection of calf accommodation and storage building, involving siting 
of shipping containers (Part retrospective). 

Application is to regularise their business activities. 70 cattle to be cared for on site. This is a significant increase in numbers on previous years. Storage business is not agricultural use. 
Asking for an extension of shed for another 40 calves. 

Plan seems non-sensical. Sheds and barns already on site, shipping containers should be removed. Not suitable for walls of a calf shed. 

Not appropriate to ask for an extension when trying to retrospectively apply for permission to site shipping containers. 
The containers are very ugly and not in keeping with the local area. 

We should oppose this application.
