Gary Crockford will provide a hog roast and a bouncy castle, although he might want a minimum spend commitment.

The Estate will also provide a bar and seating.

	To discuss the new War Memorial and garden on the recreation ground:-
1. Update on the project - edging and bark.  
Edging is 85% done. Bark ready to go on. Cllr Toms has weeded a couple of times. A rota for watering and weeding is needed. One tree has perished so we will ask Hortus Loci to replace. War silhouettes to be displayed shortly. 
Lime stone dust needed on the path to maintain it - The Estate will do it but there will be a small charge. 

2. Village Survey Results - new facilities for the village. Resolution on the expenditure of CIL monies
Play equipment on the recreation ground was the most popular choice, followed by white gateways at every entry point into the village and then social events for the village. £17,665 in the CIL account. 
We would like to install a slide, a roundabout and 2 swings plus bark/flooring on the rec ground.  Each councillor to bring an idea to the next meeting - approximate cost of £10k.  Grant from BDBC councillors. HCC grant system is open in June - speak to Cllr Vaughan when we are ready.  

3. Update on the s106 monies £1530. 
Deadline to spend was approaching. Decided the monies will go back to the Estate and they will donate to SSPC. LW and Cllr Peck to chase BDBC s106 Department.  
 
4. Estate to give the PC a Licence to Occupy the land it owns behind the houses to regularise matters.
LW to draft a licence and send to Cllr Peck.

	To discuss a new defibrillator being installed in the village. To note that the battery, pads and cabinet for this new defibrillator have been purchased. 
It was NOTED that we have purchased a cabinet, pads and batteries for the new defibrillator at a cost of £991.97 from WEL Medical Limited. 
Cllr Hall has confirmed via email that “…there is a power source readily available and accessible (this would happily be at my cost) and the council would just need to purchase a free-standing mounting bracket for the box. We would happily install the unit,  with the electrician doing the connection. The cost of the electrician would need to be covered by the council (this would be minimal, but all certificated)”.
All in favour to proceed. LW to contact Heartstart to ask them to service it like the other one.

	To discuss the application to record 3 byways and 2 footpaths in Stratfield Saye: -
· Route 1 - Adding a Restricted Byway from Park Lane (known as “The Devil’s Highway”) to Wigmore Farm (Points A to G) 
· Route 2 - Adding a Restricted Byway from Wigmore Farm to Green Lane (Points G to B) 
· Route 3 - Adding a Restricted Byway from Green Lane to Fair Oak Lane (Points C to D) 
· Route 4 - Adding a Footpath from Green Lane to Fair Oak Lane (by Keeps Corner Cottage) (Points E to F) 
· Route 5 - Adding a Footpath from Wigmore Farm to Park Lane (known as “The Devil’s Highway”) (near Wigmore Copse) (Points G to H) 
The Estate does not agree with all the proposed new routes. Routes B to A & H did not exist in a former conveyance when Eton College sold the land. Route C to D may have existed and there is unregistered land around there.  Route E to F is also disputed. The Estate has submitted a response to HCC - check the HCC website for further details. 
It was RESOLVED not to respond to the application, but parishioners may do so individually if they wish to.

1. Spray the path along New Street and scrape the pavement to make it wider
2. Cut back around the noticeboards

It is working on a legal agreement with HCC to grant new footpaths and a footpath from Bramley to SS being considered. The last letter from Lord Mornington confirms the masterplan is unchanged.
