 Adoption of minutes AGM 8th May 2018

Cllr Speed proposed acceptance of the minutes AGM 16th May 2018. The motion carried unanimously and Cllr Speed signed them as accurate.

 Reports for 2018/19  

a. Chairman’s  Report - Cllr Speed

Cllr Speed gave a brief report: -

This is my first report as Chairman. So, to start I would like to thank Ian Pearson for his time as Chairman and his support to the Parish. There have been other changes to the team in the last 12 months. Penny Mayo stood down as the clerk to be replaced by Louise Webb. I must thank Louise for her excellent start in the role and Penny for her many years of service. Louise has embraced the role wholeheartedly. We have two new councillors; Des Best and Mike Toms. Thank you for volunteering. I must thank Jean Carruthers who resigned from the council. My thanks to her for her service throughout her time. 
Ian Pearson’s efforts on the new GDPR regulations means that the Council is complying with the new legislation. Further work needs to be undertaken to make the web pages accessible to all. I will look into this in due course.

The Pavilion is now useable. It hopefully will be rented out to The Loddon Junior Sports FC on Saturdays and Sundays.  

The Council has been looking into speed calming measures in Mortimer Lane. A survey has been conducted and it is clear that average speeds are too high. However, with limited funding there seems little that the Council can do. We are in receipt of a small grant from Hants CC thanks to our local councillor. It is hoped that some type of measure might be able to be installed in due course. 

The broadband provision to the area remains in the hands of BT. Gigaclear have installed apparatus in the Northern part of the village (Faircross). However, it has not been switched on. Their roll out plan for the rest of the village seems to have stalled. BT seems to have upped their game and I believe that they now provide fibre to the house in New Street. 

I would encourage everyone to report fly tipping, potholes and verge issues. It is very easy to do so on the web page of Basingstoke and Deane. If we do not report it nothing will be done.

The flooding issues around the junction near the Iron Duke has been reported to HCC and has been given to the contractor to deal with. Hopefully this will be actioned soon.
Next year as a Nation we will celebrate 75 years since Victory in Europe. It would be wonderful if the village could celebrate this with a party of some description. More to follow.  

I would like to thank the Council and the Clerk for their support this year. Thank you also to the parishioners that choose to attend the meetings.  

b. Village Hall (classes)
Cllr Harborne gave a brief report. The classes are running fine. Dog training has increased. A couple of one day art sessions are being organised over the summer until the normal classes resume in September. 

The Estate plans to carry out decoration to the window frames and sills shortly.  

Finances are healthy but the boiler brown down at the end of April, after its guarantee period, so it was a significant cost to repair at over £600. 

There is concern that party bookings are down. Clive Manser’s son has developed a basic website for the hall with a photo and phone number. Would it be possible for the hall’s details to be linked to the Parish Council’s website and mentioned in the Stratfield Saye monthly Loddon Link section? 

Cllr Toosey offered to advertise the hall at Daneshill School. 

c. Borough & County Councillors  

Cllr Vaughan gave a report on the following: -

Hampshire’s population is 1,370,700 (2017) the third most populous county in England (85% is rural and 15% urban). 123,000 live in the Winchester District. Hampshire CC maintains 5400 miles of roads, 4300 miles pavements, 133,000 streetlights, 481 schools, 45 libraries, 16 care homes for older people, 9 residential homes for children and young people, 24 Household Waste Centres and 5 Country Parks. Every year 94% of all household waste is diverted from landfill (40% recycled) and powers 50,000 homes. Hampshire has an 80% employment rate (UKA 73.9%) and 3.5% unemployment rate (UKA 5%).

The population of over 75 year olds will rise by 30 per cent over the next seven years - an extra 5,500 people a year who may well need social care support, to varying degrees. The 2.99% increase in Hampshire’s council tax will generate an additional £18 million. HCC council tax remains the 2nd lowest in England.
HCC’s capital programme is a significant investment in Hampshire’s infrastructure, delivering schemes totalling £491.6 million between 2019 and 2022 and providing a boost for the local economy:


• £160 million of investment in new and extended school buildings in Hampshire in the period 
2019/20 to 2021/22 to ensure there is a school place for every child in Hampshire

• £122 million for structural maintenance and improvement of roads and bridges in Hampshire over 
the next three years

• £72 million for integrated transport schemes including £9 million specifically focused on walking 
and cycling improvements

• £94 million for major improvement of school and other County Council buildings over the next 
three years.

However since 2008, HCC has lost £476 million in Government grants and budget cuts from Central Government. We are required to produce further savings of £80 million for the years 2020/2021.

98.4% of children in Hampshire have been offered a place at their top three preferred primary school. 

98% of children have been allocated a place at their top three preferred secondary school. 

Over 5300 miles of road are maintained by HCC. £10m is invested annually on planned maintenance on top of government funding. The first of Hampshire’s brand new Dragon Patchers has arrived to help repair the county’s roads, damaged by the winter weather. The County Council has bought two Dragon Patchers for exclusive use in Hampshire

Neighbourhood priorities

Neighbourhod priorities are reviewed every three months. The priorities are identified by the community who are asked to complete a short on line survey.  The monthly newsletter will update what the 
neighbourhood team has done to address the priorities, alternativley you can get updates on line at https://www.police.uk. 
Message from Inspector Luchesa:

“Many thanks to all of you who helped us with our recent Community Priorities Survey. We received 634 replies, which is an amazing return. Many of you remain understandably very concerned about burglaries, theft from motor vehicles and criminal damage within your local area. I accept that these are areas that we must be fully aware of, but I am also aware that reporting of all three types of these offences appears to be lower than the figures in our last quarterly review. 

In making a decision on what type of crime we should focus on in your local area, I have to use the resources I have in the most effective way I can. I also have to look at what our own, wider priorities are and what our current crime figures tell us about crime in Tadley Central, Tadley South, Pamber, Silchester, Bramley and Sherfield. While crimes of violence or serious harm still remain relatively low in Basingstoke, our principal focus, as you may well be aware, centres on preventing the most serious types of violent offences, whether they are linked to knives, drugs, domestic violence, the sexual and criminal exploitation of children and the protection of other types of vulnerable people, such as those who are repeatedly being reported as missing. 

Given this, I have decided that focus for this quarter (May to July) in Tadley Central, Tadley South, Pamber, Silchester, Bramley and Sherfield will aim to reduce the overall number of violent offences resulting in injuries to victims. Please do continue to report all types of crime. Your local beat officers will continue to act to reduce the number of all types of offences in your local area and we will continue to monitor any emerging trends in offences.”
Rogue traders 

This is an issue that is frequently reported to us. If you know somebody who is vulnerable then please keep an eye on who is visiting them. Trades people who COLD CALL which is selling goods and services at your door have to offer a 14 day cooling off period. They should also provide a contract with the company name and address on it.  

People should be cautious when buying something at the front door and should STOP and question if they even need the work doing. Many people suddenly decide to have work done that they had never considered having done. Often they are told that the work needs doing because it is dangerous or an emergency. If somebody is told there is something wrong with their roof, or their trees need cutting then don’t get it done there and then.
