a. Chairman’s  Report - Cllr Speed

Cllr Speed gave a brief report: -

“I would like to start by thanking the Parish Council for their continued support of the village through their membership on the Council. I would also like to thank Louise the clerk for her continued enthusiasm and hard work in her role. 

Mike Toms has continued his efforts to make the village safer when is comes to cars speeding. He has worked hard to keep us fully briefed on what measures are available to us. Implementation had begun but has been curtailed by COVID 19. A number of parishioners and council members had been trained in the operation of the speed monitoring devices. Hopefully we will be able to pick this up when restrictions are eased. Many of us now have 30mph stickers on our bins which may help. Ways to implement and afford new signage has also been looked into. 

The flooding issues around the Iron Duke have now been dealt with by the council.  

Sadly, due to COVID 19 the planned VE Day celebration had to be cancelled. 

The community seems to have coped well during the current crisis. There were plenty of volunteers to help anyone in need. The Estate Office offered to coordinate support. A letter was put through letter boxes and information was posted to the Council web page. However, no one has requested help which is great as hopefully it means people are well and are being cared for. I know that there is lots of neighbourly support out there which has been very pleasing. 

There remains a plan to rejuvenate the playing field. However, again COVID 19 has got in the way of this. I am looking at funding this work through charity donations.

Hopefully life will return to normal in the not too distant future. Until then stay safe.”
